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WILLIAM BUCK MEN’S PREMIER PREVIEW

Four rounds into the William Buck Premier Men’s season and 
a small gap is emerging between the top fi ve and bottom fi ve 
teams. While most pundits predicted a fi nals push from Uni 
Blues, Old Xaverians and St Kevin’s OB, the improvement of 
Old Brighton and Old Melburnians has seemingly opened the 
race to at least fi ve sides. 

In the RSN Carnival Match of the Round, it was Uni Blues 
who allayed any fears of complacency when they defeated 
Old Xaverians by four points at Toorak Park. Xavs, who 
were undefeated heading into the match, were untouchable 
in the fi rst term as they controlled proceedings through Dan 
Robinson and Grant Valles. They did, however, fail to capitalise 
on early chances and left the door ajar for the Blues with a 
17-point QT lead. The Blues settled with three goals to one 
in the second term before a three-goal blitz from debutant 
and former Collingwood forward, Alex Fasolo, gave them a 
19-point lead heading into the fi nal term.

The former Brighton Grammar student kicked two goals for the 
Tonners as they willed themselves over the line on the back 
of a BOG performance from Anthony Zimmerman. Will Lewis 
slotted four goals and moved into third spot on the goal kicking 
leader board behind Bewick and Tom Boyd with 12, while 
Zimmer added three. After losing ruck John Meesen, Nathan 
Boucher, Dan Orgill and Al Fahie from the team that defeated 
Scotch in Round 3, the Lions blooded three debutants, Flynn 
Siassios, Nicholas Canny and Tom Conron. Josh Watson 
was outstanding yet again as the 18-year-old backed up last 
week’s Rising Star performance, while Ollie Jackson booted 
three goals. 

The only reason Josh Watson is not considered Rising Star 
favourite after four rounds is because Old Melburnians’ 
Ed Nichols continues to take the competition by storm 
after kicking four goals in the OM’s 56-point win over St 
Bernard’s.

Blacks, Sharks scrap out classic, 
De La down Roys

Escaping Uni Oval with the four points and surviving the shiver 
of Sharks to remain undefeated, University Blacks will now 
push to make it a quintet in season 2021 as they travel down 
the Nepean Highway to Gerry Green Reserve for a matchup 
with the bottom placed Parkdale Vultures. In what was touted 
as match of the round and a potential September preview, 
the Blackers and Sharks slogged out a defensive classic with 
Darren Mumford’s safe hands breaking the deadlock in the fi nal 
stages. Veteran Harrie Lahy was judged best afi eld while Matt 
Goyder and Sam McKenzie each kicked two in the low scoring 
tussle, and with the hopeful return of Jack Charleston to an 
already strong outfi t, it will take a monumental effort for the 
young Vultures to secure their fi rst win on the year. Youngsters 
Charlie Yee and Liam Purcell led the way for Parkdale in Round 
3 as they continue to build towards success in coming seasons. 

Pushing Uni Blacks to the brink in the confi nes of Uni Oval 
is nothing short of remarkable from Beaumaris, and even 
though they did not escape with the points, their start to the 
year proves their premiership aspirations are well within the 
realm of possibility.

A Premier C Grand Final recap! Williamstown CYMS and 
AJAX who locked horns for all glory at the end of 2019 meet 
once again, this time on the lake at Albert Park. Matthew 
Montebello and the CYs stormed home with seven last quarter 
goals to overturn a 25-point quarter-time defi cit against 
Bedes to leave Brindisi St with a comprehensive 33-point 
win. Though Premiership hero Lachlan Fairley is missing, the 
combined efforts of Oskar Manton, Ryan Joy and newcomer 
Nick Ebinger should keep the AJAX backline working overtime, 
with the latter bagging four on debut for the CYs in Round 4. 
The Jackas were thoroughly outclassed by Haileybury at home, 
a disappointing result that they know they can rectify this 
weekend, and no better opponent than the side that caused 
Premiership heartbreak a mere 19 months ago.
