Given snap lockdowns, this has been 
made impossible and left many players 
unable to play in this week’s Women’s fi nals and 
next week’s Thirds fi nals. The new Constitution does not 
include such restrictions on rule changes, but alas this is 
not in place. Foresight is truly a wonderful thing.

Our goal now is to maximise the matchday opportunities 
afforded to us, knowing privileges can be swept out from 
under us at a whim. We return to normal matches as 

fi xtured for the July 31/August 1 
weekend and look forward to getting 
back out on the park. Rest assured 
we do sincerely appreciate the effect 
this had on our entire community, 
emotionally, physically, fi nancially, 
and socially.

While COVID return to play and 
fi nals planning and re-planning 
have been our key focuses recently, 
we are still working away on key 
2021 projects namely: 1) our new 
Constitution, 2) a new Affi liation 
Fee structure and 3) a large body of 

work being done on the Amateur Status/Integrity piece – 
the cornerstone of our Association. 

There will be further updates as the weeks progress on 
these key 2021 projects. Despite the setbacks and other 
COVID-related focuses, we feel we can deliver on many of 
the above given the progress made to date, albeit some of 
the delivery timelines may need to be pushed out.

WILLIAM BUCK PREMIER MEN’S

VAFA footy returns this weekend and, while I might be a slightly 
biased Premier scribe, the William Buck Premier Men’s fi xture 
promises to be the greatest fi ve-leg event since  Gösta Lilliehöök 
took out the fi rst-ever modern pentathlon at the 1912 Olympic 
Games. 

On that, while Ariarne Titmus and Kaylee McKeown’s success in 
the pool has kept us entertained during Lockdown 5.75 million, we 
now have fi ve blockbuster matchups that will not only pique our 
interest but will go a long way to shaping both ends of the ladder 
on the run home. 

St Kevin’s OB (1) vs Old Brighton (4)

The RSN Carnival Match of the Day will take place between the 
ladder leaders and their fellow top four constituents. The last time 
these two met (R2) ended in a three-point win to SKOB, with a 
fi ve-goal haul from Tom Boyd and a BOG performance from young 
ruck, Riley Bowman, leading the premiership fancies over the line. 
With no Boyd or Billy Kanakis of late, SKOB’s scoring prowess 
suffered slightly (they rank fourth), but it was fl ipped on its head in 
their last game against Scotch as they posted 19.16 (130) – their 
highest score of the season. Josh Wallis and Tom Jok have been 
standouts this season, while their back 50 once again ranks fi rst 
with just 53.9 points against. After two impressive wins against 
Uni Blues and OM’s following forced-cancellations-number-one, 
Brighton fell to Caulfi eld by 14 points in their last outing. It was the 
Tonners’ third loss to one of the other top four sides, with their only 
win coming against Caulfi eld in Round 3. In saying that, Harry Hill, 
Dylan Verney, and the 30-goal welterweight, Will Lewis, have been 
at the forefront of everyone of their wins. 

Collegians (9) vs Old Scotch (8)

With fi ve games remaining, this is do or die for Collegians as they 
attempt to avoid relegation. With one win and an endless array of 
injuries to their name, the Lions will need to reduce the two-game 
buffer currently separating them and Scotch. The Lions enter on a 
seven-game losing streak but will be buoyed by their hard-fought 
12-point loss to Xavs in Round 12. The return of Kalem Post over 
the last two games has improved their ruck stocks infi nitely, while 
David Mirra continues to stand up and dominate. While they have 
that two-game buffer, Scotch suffered their second-worst loss of 
the season last round when they went down to SKOB by 78 points. 
With Uni Blues, Bernard’s, Brighton, and Caulfi eld to come, this 
is the one the Cards would have set their sights on. Brodie Easton 
has one hand on the club B&F while Gene van den Broek has 
strung together three games since returning from injury.

Old Xaverians (2) vs Caulfi eld Grammarians (3)

Outside of SKOB, the Fields are the form side of the competition 
after they secured their seventh straight win against Brighton 
before the break and leapfrogged them into third spot on the 
ladder. They are hot to trot. They’ve scored more than any other 
team in the competition with an average of 98.4 points, while their 

midfi eld of Will Edwards, Dane Crognale and a rotating roster of 
contributors ensures constant delivery to said forwards. If there’s 
one team that can bring about the downfall of the hot-to-trot 
Glenhuntly locals, it is the team that is in the fi nals sweet spot – 
ranked second for offence (94.6) and second for defence (56.9). 
They had two tough wins over their past two games against St 
Bernard’s (21) and Collegians (12) whereby they posted their two 
lowest scores of the season. Marcus Stavrou, Dan Robinson, and 
Haydn Troiani have starred for Xavs and will lead them again as 
they try to get one back after falling to the Fields by six points 
earlier in the year. 

Old Melburnians (6) vs Uni Blues (5)

Two teams sitting outside the top four, this matchup is as 
important as any with both sides trying to keep their fi nals hopes 
alive. For OM’s a loss on Saturday will end any chance they have, 
while for the Blues, they need to reach into their bag of premiership 
credentials and fi nd some consistency with a second straight win. 
The Blues snapped a two-game losing streak against Trinity in 
Round 12 and temporarily stopped the bleeding of consecutive 
100+ scores against. Ayce Cordy returned from injury and made 
an immediate impact, while Jack Stephens continues to rack up 
B&F votes. OM’s were not without their chances against the Snow 
Dogs but ultimately fell by 11 points. Similarly to Collegians, OM’s 
have been hurt by injuries, but it hasn’t stopped the sensational 
recent form of Gus Borthwick and Nick De Steiger.

Old Trinity (10) vs St Bernard’s (7)

I care not how many years it’s been because every time these two 
sides meet it is the 2015 Grand Final Rematch. What a day, what a 
game. Back to this decade and the Snow Dogs will look to continue 
their strong form (two wins from their past three) which included 
that 21-point loss to Xavs. A win for Bernard’s will offi cially end 
any relegation discussion as they try to climb the ladder on the 
back of the incredible form of Jordan Farrell, Charlie Vague, Jarrad 
Walters and Ben Overman. Oh, and Adam Bentick who seemingly 
hasn’t missed a trick since returning. The T’s were valiant in their 
last match against Uni Blues, one week after winning their fi rst of 
the year against Scotch. While they need to fi nd avenues to goal 
(56.9ppg), the form of Tom Mason, Christos Manoussakis and 
Alex Emery has been a real highlight.

PREMIER B MEN’S

Another midseason hiatus threw a spanner in the works of an 
already disjointed 2021 season but as football returns for the 
third time this year, the Premier B men’s competition remains 
a race from relegation, with the top-4 almost certainly set in 
stone as we head for home. 

Beginning with ladder leaders and arguable premiership 
favourites University Blacks as they return to the fi eld for 
a clash with Williamstown CYMS, who currently reside in 
fi fth position, three games back of fourth. Winners of four 
straight by an average of over 70-points, the Blackers enter 
this contest on a high but come up against an unfamiliar 
foe, as they are yet to face the CYs so far this year, with 
their most recent clash occurring in round nine 2002. 
Williamstown ended their three-game skid with a handy 
11-point win over Bedes prior to play halting but will need 
to build on that this weekend as their window into the top-4 
is looking bleak. Led by Dan McCullough and Nick Hey up 
forward, the Blackers should have little trouble putting a 
big score on the CYs back six who rank eighth in scores 
conceded so far this year. Look for the ladder leaders to 
make another statement. 
University Blacks by 58-points.

The unquestioned match of the round will feature the 
absolutely scorching Old Haileyburians and the always 
dangerous Beaumaris at Banksia Reserve for what is 
shaping up to be a classic. Winners of nine straight, the 
Bloods have steamrolled through the competition so far this 
year but have yet to face the elite defensive unit that the 
Sharks possess, posing a new challenge for Daniel Ward 
and company. Beaumaris have won fi ve straight but are still 
yet to gain a win over a fellow top-4 side, with their only two 
losses so far this year coming against Uni Blacks and De La 
Salle. Nevertheless, the boys from Banksia still manage to 
keep their opponents to a league low 43-points a clash, with 
opponents scoring more than 55 just once so far this year. 
This one will truly be a clash of the unstoppable force and the 
immovable object with the Bloods scoring prowess clashing 
with the Sharks vicelike defensive unit. I am leaning Beauy in 
a tight one, but this truly could go either way with this settling 
in to be a fi nals preview in just over a months’ time.
Beaumaris by 4-points.

It’s been a long time between drinks for De La Salle and 
AJAX, as the unfamiliar adversaries go head-to-head for 
the fi rst time since round sixteen 1982, in what was AJAX’ 
last season in what is now known as William Buck Premier. 
Fresh off having their six-game winning streak snapped at

the hands of Haileybury, De La return to the park to fi x their 
inaccuracy woes in front of goal that costed them dearly in 
round twelve, eager to bounce back and solidify their rightful 
placement inside the four. The Jackas continue to tread 
water in sixth position, three games out of the fi nals and 
a game ahead of the relegation zone. Though a loss here 
will all but rule themselves out of featuring in September, 
keeping themselves out of the bottom two would still mean 
a successful fi rst season back in Premier B for Adam 
Andrews and company. Despite the vile and racist attacks 
on the clubrooms at Gary Smorgon Oval in the past week, 
the footballing community stands together with AJAX and 
condemns any sort of behaviour. It must stop. 
De La Salle by 44-points. 

A loss here for either side and it will offi cially be curtains on 
season 2021 as St Bedes/Mentone Tigers welcome Old 
Carey to Brindisi Street Oval in a cut-throat clash. Dropping 
four-straight, the Tigers have suffered heartbreak defeat 
after heartbreak defeat and fi nd themselves staring down the 
barrel of a relegation into Premier C for the fi rst time since 
2006. Thankfully for Bedes, clashes against the Panthers, 
Jackas and Roys await, all winnable matches that could push 
them away from the bottom two. Carey’s fi rst season back in 
Premier B continues to produce disappointing results as the 
Panthers, like Bedes’, sit uncomfortably close to the dreaded 
relegation zone and potentially breaking unwanted record, 
returning to Premier C for the fi rst time since 2007. Despite 
both sides struggling mightily, Carey have had greater issues 
getting on the scoreboard for most of this year and I see that 
has the deciding factor in this one. 
St. Bedes/Mentone Tigers by 15-points. 

Rounding out round fourteen will be Fitzroy, coming off 
an important victory over AJAX, welcoming the winless 
Parkdale Vultures to Brunswick Street Oval. The Roys’ 
fended off the fast-fi nishing Jackas prior to play stopping, 
etching their third win on the year and jumping ahead of 
Carey into eighth spot on the table. The Vultures continue 
to fi ght week in and week out to grab that elusive victory, 
always trying to play spoiler as their diffi cult season heads 
into the fi nal straight. As long as the Roys’ don’t come out 
expecting a win and play hard from siren-to-siren, there 
shouldn’t be any issues for Luke Mahoney and crew to get 
the four-points and drift further from a return to Premier C.

Double chance up for grabs in Division 1 Men’s

Like the other three divisions, there are now four games 
remaining in Division 1 after the loss of two additional 
rounds recently. Although it is of no surprise, with just 
a month of home and away footy left and barring any 
disasters, it basically solidifi es fi nals for Old Camberwell, 
Whitefriars and Kew, all of which are 9-1.

Old Camberwell vs Prahran Assumption

Nine wins tends to be enough to make fi nals most years 
and, given the shortened season, will almost certainly 
get the Two Blues there. Currently sitting with seven 
wins, it seems as though the footy gods – who can often 
be so cruel – want them in fi nals as well with the Two 
Blues having missed games against Whitefriars and Kew 
on BOTH occasions where rounds have been cancelled. 
They must now face the Wellers again, however, after 
infl icting their only loss of the season in Round 7. The 
Wellers won’t have forgotten that loss quickly after they 
kicked themselves out of the game with 8.22 (70) to 
Prahran’s 13. 8 (86). Riley Verbi and James Allen have 
been standouts in an otherwise even Wellers outfi t, while 
James Musster and Matt Clifford are the one’s to watch 
for Prahran.  

Old Peninsula vs Brunswick

The less games we play, the harder it gets for NOBS 
to secure that fi rst win we’re all so desperately after – 
well, maybe not their opposition but the rest of us are 
hanging out for it. NOBS were impressive in their past two 
games with hard-fought losses to St Mary’s (16) and Old 
Camberwell (19).

While the mathematics wizards among us will argue 
there’s a slim chance that PEGS can make the four, we 
can all agree both these sides will be playing for pride 
in the run home. They are yet to play against each other 
this year, but neither were in great form prior to the latest 
byes, with the Bombers losing three straight and the 
Krushers losing fi ve. The Bombers went close to Kew (4) 
and Prahran (13) in two of those losses so will enter this 
one as favourites. 

Whitefriars vs Kew

One of these two sides will suffer their second loss of 
the season and, if the Wellers beat Prahran, the loser 
will fall to outright third on the ladder. The last time they 
met was back in Round 1 when the Bears came out 
four-point winners and infl icted the Friars one and only 
loss of the year. With a top two spot and a double chance 
up for grabs, expect to see Kristan Height (WF) and Jack 
Delbridge (Kew) leading from the front.

ladder leaders Glen Eira for the fi rst time (away at Packer 
Reserve), before games against West Brunswick (3rd), 
Ivanhoe AFC (5th) and MHSOB (2nd) all before September 
comes around.  

Glen Eira, the Division 2 favourites, their scoring prowess 
has been restricted in recent times but they managed 
to break their drought by hitting the scoreboard on 32 
occasions last time they played on July 3. And they’ll be 
looking for more of the same this weekend at their home 
track where they average 115 points per game.

MHSOB have won 9 games in a row since their Round

After losing their season opener, the Magpies have lost 
just once since, and it was to the Gryphons by 98 points. 
Since then, they’ve been breathing down the neck of the 
Unicorns and this weekend have a genuine chance to 
go equal points and really make the conversation for the 
double spot very interesting in the run to the fi nals. 

It’s a fascinating Round 15 of the Division 2 season 
coming up, no doubt every player has spent hours and 
days (recently) looking through the VAFA ladder predictor, 
seeing the ramifi cations of every result. One thing we’re 
sure about though, regardless of results, we’re just happy 
to have the footy back! 

As we swing for home in the fi nal rounds of the home and 
away season, due to COVID enforced breaks the top 4 
might just be set should results go the way of Old Parade 
and West Brunswick in 3rd and 4th while Ivanhoe AFC 
need everything to go right in the remaining 4 rounds. 
We’re back though, and Division 2 is showcasing two 
massive top 4 clashes. 

At the bottom of the table, Power House will be fi ghting 
for survival this weekend when they travel out to Aquinas. 
The last time these sides met was Round 1 of 2016 in 
Division 3 with Power House getting the points, Aquinas 
will be eager to infl ict more pain on the boys from Ross 
Gregory Oval. However, should Power House record their 
second win of the season (their 1 and only was a 3 point 
win over the Ants in Round 3), they’ll move to equal points 
with Yarra Old Grammarians who face a tough battle 
this Saturday that they themselves will not be taking lightly 
coming up against Bulleen Templestowe. 

For the Grammarians, they won’t want to be complacent 
as they push for the 4 points having lost 3 games in a row 
and a win this Saturday ensuring they remain out of the 
bottom 2.

With VAFA footy returning this weekend, it gives us a 
chance to watch those sides fi ghting for a fi nals spot 
with great interest. 

Sitting in fi fth spot and one game outside the four, 
Masala-Dandenong will need an upset in the fi nal 
month of the season in order to taste fi nals for the fi rst 
time in the club’s short history. There’s no better place 
to start than the in-form South Melbourne Districts 
this weekend when the two sides meet at Lois Twohig 
Reserve. The Tigers were on a two-game winning 
streak before the Covid cancellations struck, with wins 
against Swinburne Uni (30) and Eley Park Sharks (7). 
Declan Fowler has been a standout in his nine games 
with 40 goals and has been named in the best fi ve 
times.
